Government guidance on the cost of school uniforms 
 

In the Autumn of 2021, the government issued new guidance to schools on 

uniform. The aim of this guidance is to minimise the cost of uniform for parents 

through a reduction in school branded items, allowing parents to purchase 

uniform from a wider range of suppliers. 

 

Beccles High School and the Sapientia Education Trust fully support making 

school uniform affordable and accessible for all children, and we have 

reviewed and changed our school uniform to reflect the requirements 

outlined in the statutory guidance. 

 

School uniform requirements  

 
Branded Items 

We have reduced the number of branded school uniform items required. 

These branded items will now also be available from multiple suppliers 

allowing parents to choose the most convenient and cost-effective solution 

for their needs.  

 

There is no expectation that parents will need to replace branded items with 

non-branded items and students can continue to wear branded items that 

are no longer a requirement.
